In 2018, one in three of our students gained a place at Russell
Group University and overall 66% of the cohort gained a place at a |
top third university. In 2017 and 2018 our Maths and Science
departments were shortlisted for the TES Awards and our English
department has previously been awarded this accolade in
recognition of their innovative teaching practice for three
consecutive years. Our school recently gained a national platinum
award for its very high standards in the creative arts as well as the
Healthy Schools London gold award.
