TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS (including lunch and clothing): 

The pupils will travel by the E3 bus from Greenford Avenue directly to the temple, leaving promptly at 11.45am 

and returning by 3.15pm. 

 

Your child will need to bring a packed lunch which they will eat in class before we leave for the bus.  Please ensure 

your child’s name is on their lunch box or bag.  They are to wear the correct school uniform and footwear and 

bring a warm waterproof jacket should it be cold.  PLEASE NOTE: As a sign of respect children should have their 

legs covered, so should wear tights or trousers on this day.  The children will be given a high visibility jacket so 

they can be easily identified on the journey. 

 

COST DETAILS & PAYMENT ARRANGEMENTS: 

The cost of the trip is free but the temple kindly request a small donation (50p to a £1) on the day to go towards 

the maintenance of the building.  Your class teacher will collect this on the morning of the trip.  

 

VOLUNTEER HELPERS: 

We will require adult helpers to make each of the class trips safe and enjoyable. Please let your child’s class 

teacher know if you are able to help.   

 

It is preferred that adult helpers hold a DBS check, however we can accept offers of help from those without a DBS 

check to ensure the trips are able to go ahead.
