During this weekôs science lessons, the Year 10 students spent 
some time investigating and testing each other in order to see if a 
link exists between height and tidal volume (lung capacity). Looked 
like a lot of fun! 
 
 
 
ñYesterday in Science we conducted an investigation for our ISAôs. 
We tested if the height of the student affected their lung capacity 
or tidal volume (the amount of air they can breathe out). Our 
hypothesis was that taller people would have a larger lung 
capacity than smaller people. We were in groups of 4 or 5 students 
and we measured the height of the student before letting them 
take one breath in and one breath out; so they could try and fill up 
the Lung Capacity Bag as much as possible. The results showed 
that generally: the taller the person; the bigger the lung capacity; 
meaning that our hypothesis was correct.ò
