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This morning enthusiastic debaters from Year 9 attended a Model 

United Nations Day hosted by Lady Eleanor Holles School. This is 

an academic simulation of the UN that aims to educate 

participants about civics, current events, effective communication, 

globalization and multilateral diplomacy. Pupils take on roles as 

diplomats and participate in a simulated session of an 

intergovernmental organisation. They have to research a country, 

take on roles as delegates from that country, investigate 

international issues, debate, deliberate, consult, and then develop 

solutions to world problems. In this way they are introduced to the 

various arts of researching topical issues, enabling them to learn 

ways to articulate their ideas effectively and to become more 

familiar with debating skills. Our students were paired up with a 

partner from a different school to represent their allocated country.
