Feminism
Carol Ann Duffy, The World’s Wife – retellings of fables/myths/historical events traditionally told from the perspective of men. (Can also use other poems of hers for Ecocriticism)
Christina Rossetti, ‘Goblin Market’ – analogy of female sexuality/dangers of male desire
Anne Sexton – Transformations – retelling of fairy tales with Americana, pop culture references highlighting female oppression
Marxism
Elizabeth Barrett Browning, ‘The Cry of the Children’ – decries living conditions of Victorian working children
Shelley- Ozymandias/ England in 1919/ The Masque of Anarchy- oppression of the lower classes, corruption of the elite, challenges the inherent class systems of Victorian society
Wilfred Owen, ‘Dulce et Decorum Est’ and others – ideology of the dominant economic class over the working class soldiers
W.H.Auden – ‘September 1st, 1939’ and others – common man and education
Ecocriticism
Seamus Heaney, North- uses analogy of ‘bog bodies’ discovered in Northern Europe as lens to examine Troubles in Ireland 
William Wordsworth and Samuel Taylor Coleridge, Lyrical Ballads – seminal Romantic text, nature as inspiration
Ted Hughes- ‘The Hawk in the Rain’ etc. Nature/animals as elemental and reflective of savage/instinctive elements of human identity repressed by society/civilisation
Post colonialism
John Agard, ‘Checking Out Me History’, ‘Half Caste’  and ‘Flag’ –Guyanan poet who moved to Britain in the 70s, cultural differences, class divisions and subverted racial stereotypes 
Benjamin Zephaniah, Too Black, Too Strong (collection)
Maya Angelou – could be read through this lens or feminism – ‘Still I Rise’, ‘Phenomenal Woman’ and others
Patience Agbabi- Telling Tales or Bloodshot Monochrome- rewriting traditional narratives (appropriation of colonial voice)- Also good for feminism
